Standard Operating Procedure
for System Firmware Update

Use the following methods to update the firmware version of
your ASUS PadFone Infinity: Firmware-Over-The-Air (FOTA)
Update and Firmware Update Launcher.

IMPORTANT: Before you proceed with the firmware update
process, ensure that there is enough battery power in your
device.

Firmware-Over-The-Air (FOTA) Update notifies you when a
new firmware version is available, and allows you to update
your device's firmware version online.

IMPORTANT: To use FOTA Update, you must be logged in
to your Google account and your device must have Internet
connection.

To use FOTA Update:

1. When anew firmware  preeme—m—m
is available, a message IA5us Efimare Upda
appears on the Y
notification area on the
lower right corner of the
screen. Tap H to start
the firmware update.

2. Tap OK to continue.

3. Tap Install to start the firmware update. You may
also select a time in the Postpone time field, and tap
Postpone for a scheduled update.
