1.1 Before you proceed

1.2 Motherboard layout
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1.  CPU socket

The motherboard comes with a LGA1700 socket designed for 13" Gen Intel® Core™
Processors & 12" Gen Intel® Core™, Pentium® Gold and Celeron® Processors.
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¢ Ensure that you install the correct CPU designed for LGA1700 socket only. DO NOT
install a CPU designed for other sockets on the LGA1700 socket.
